Spring is in the air and the Ministry of Environment is reminding residents to be bear aware. The warmer weather means that bears are leaving their dens to search for food and there is a greater chance that you may encounter one. Black bears are found throughout the province. Their range includes all northern Saskatchewan forests and extends southward into the aspen parkland. Bears can be found in many other areas where suitable habitat exists including the Touchwood Hills, the Qu'Appelle Valley and the South Saskatchewan River Valley. "We share our province with wildlife," Environment Minister Warren Kaeding said. "Keeping your yard free of attractants is the best way to avoid a bear encounter. Bears are smart animals; if they can't find food, they will leave the area." When bears associate humans with their food source, they become a nuisance and a threat to public safety. New regulations prohibit the feeding of bears, wolves, cougars and coyotes, even on the side of the road. This regulation is designed to address concerns related to dangerous wildlife gaining access to human-sourced foods. If you live, work or spend time in bear country, take precautions with attractants - including household waste. Here is what you can do to prevent a safety risk for yourself, your community and bears:
· Store garbage in a secure building or buy a bear-resistant container. Only put the bin out on the morning of collection.
· Wash all recycling items and regularly clean garbage or recycling bins.
· Avoid leaving pet food accessible to wildlife.
· Only use bird feeders in the winter when bears are hibernating.
· Do not add fish, meat, fat, oils, unrinsed eggshells or any cooked food to backyard compost bins.
· Thoroughly clean and store barbecue grills after each use.
